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The wordsearch grid, as shown below, yields 28 answers. Answers make right turns in the grid, and no letter is used in more
than one answer.In each, a single letter is obscured by a numbered boulder.These letters, in numerical order, are gibberish.
However, the leftover letters give the instruction COUNT INTO FIFTH.

The 28 answers can be grouped four apiece into seven very specific categories. Each of these categories has a fifth member
which is thematically apt to this puzzle:
